Memorial Scholarship Award

The funding being
provided by the South Hill Volunteer Fire Department, Larrie Matthews of Earl’s Welders Supply
Company, and from the Jimmy Crowder Memorial Motorcycle Ride that will be hosted by this
Department each spring.
